			   Catalog Description:			 

			   ARTS-4338 INTERACTIVE DESIGN is an upper level graphic design course in web 		
			   media graphics and architecture. Interactive design is defined as a user-oriented 
			   field of study that focuses on meaningful visual communication of media through 
			   collaborative processes between people and technology. Web layout and Edge 
			   Animation are used to explore design structure, navigation aesthetics, strategy 		
			   concept, and project planning with an emphasis on the user experience. The 
			   course is a three credit hours studio class. The lectures and demonstrations will 		
			   focus on HTML code, CSS rules, Dreamweaver technique, Edge tools, UI/UX 
			   Design, and JavaScript application. 
	
	 Description of Instructional Methods:

	 The structure of the class includes lectures, demonstrations, in-class studio 		
	 activities such as group discussion, project developments, and peer critique.		
	 Projects will be assigned and due on the scheduled dates. At the completion of 		
	 assigned projects, a critique and presentation will take place.

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Grading Policy

Student works will be assessed for creativity, presentation, and content value, based 
on professional standards. In determining students’ grade of the course, the consideration is 
given to the following areas: Attitude, attendance, constructive participation, develop-
ment of concepts, aptness of thought, originality, composition, construction, curios-
ity, tenacity, inventiveness, presentation, and technical proficiency in working those 
assigned projects. The final grade of the course will be the sum of the project scores 
divided by the quantity number of projects.

Point or Grade Deduction:

Three point deduction will be occurred for the grade of a single project by each unex-
cused absence during the period of project.

One letter deduction will be occurred for the grade of a single project:
• an absence on a critique/presentation day
• an one day delay of the project

Course Drops: 

According to UTRGV policy, students may drop any class without penalty earning 
a grade of DR until the official drop date. Following that date, students must be 
assigned a letter grade and can no longer drop the class. Students considering drop-
ping the class should be aware of the “3-peat rule” and the “6-drop” rule so they can 
recognize how dropped classes may affect their academic success. The 6-drop rule 
refers to Texas law that dictates that undergraduate students may not drop more 
than six courses during their undergraduate career. Courses dropped at other Texas 
public higher education institutions will count toward the six-course drop limit. The 
3-peat rule refers to additional fees charged to students who take the same class for 
the third time.
